Sager vedr. tvivlsom forskningspraksis

Praksisudvalget har i perioden 1. januar 2021 til 31. december 2021 behandlet 6
sager vedr. tilfaelde af tvivlsom forskningspraksis. Sagerne omhandlede spargsmal
inden for kategorierne:

Det bemaerkes, at der i 5 ud af 6 sager, er tale om afgarelser jf. regler for Praksis-
udvalget § 11 (afvisning af realitetsbehandling eller afvisning af genoptagelse) og
kun i1 ud af 6 sager om en udtalelse til rektor (realitetsbehandling). Det kan ud
fra det relativt lille antal af sager ikke vurderes, om der er tale om en tendens eller
om en tilfaeldighed.

1. Afgorelse af den 12. januar 2021
Tema: genoptagelse af sag vedrgrende undladelse og passivitet

Sagen omhandlede en anmodning om genoptagelse af en sag behandlet i
Praksisudvalget i 2020. Pastanden var, at Praksisudvalget skulle have fejl-
fortolket sagens faktiske omstaendigheder. Praksisudvalget fandt ikke, at
der var fremkommet "nye veasentlige oplysninger”, ligesom der heller ikke
i gvrigt sds at foreligge “seerlige” omstendigheder, der kunne begrunde en
genoptagelse efter Aarhus Universitets Regler for Praksisudvalget. Endvi-
dere fandt udvalget ved genlasning af sagens akter ikke belaeg for at kunne
konkludere, at Praksisudvalget skulle have misforstéet sagens faktiske om-
steendigheder. Praksisudvalget fandt séledes ikke grundlag for en genopta-
gelse af sagen.

2. Afggrelse af den 16. april 2021

Tema: plagiering

Sagen angik pastand om, at en underviser ved manglende henvisninger i
sit undervisningsmateriale til ophavsmanden til en konkret teori, havde
gjort sig skyldig i plagiat. NVU afviste sagen, idet undervisningsmateriale
fandtes at falde udenfor definitionen af et videnskabeligt produkt i lovens
forstand. Praksisudvalget fandt i lighed med NVU, at sagen vedrerte un-
dervisningsmateriale og afviste allerede af denne grund at ga ind i en vur-
dering af eventuel "tvivlsom forskningspraksis”. Praksisudvalget afviste sa-
ledes at realitetsbehandle sagen.

3. Udtalelse af den 24. juni 2021/afggrelse af den 25. november 2021
Tema: metode, kildevalg, konklusioner m.v.

Sagen faldt udenfor NVU’s kompetence, da den angik en teknisk rapport,
der ikke var et videnskabeligt produkt i lovens forstand. Anmelder anfaeg-
tede den benyttede metode, kildevalg, sprogbrug, konklusioner etc. Prak-
sisudvalget fandt, at anmeldte hverken bevidst eller uagtsomt havde tilsi-
desat geeldende standarder for ansvarlig forskningspraksis eller i gvrigt
optradt sa fagligt uansvarligt, at det kunne kvalificeres som »tvivlsom
forskningspraksis« i lovens forstand.

Praksisudvalget lagde saerlig vaegt pa, at anmeldte 1) havde tilstraebt at sik-
re rapportens faglige kvalitet via et internt faglig review inden offentliggo-
relsen, 2) havde begrundet sit kildevalg, 3) havde lagt alle data abent frem
til efterpravelse og 4) ved en efterfolgende revision havde veeret lydher for
kritik, hvor denne var fundet berettiget.

Anmelder henvendte sig i september 2021 pa ny og anmodede Praksisud-
valget om at genoptage sagen. Praksisudvalget afviste den 25. november
2021 at genoptage sagen. Praksisudvalget fandt ikke, at der var fremkom-
met nye, vaesentlige oplysninger eller i gvrigt sas at vaere begaet processu-
elle fejl, som kunne begrunde en genoptagelse af sagen. De rejste spargs-
maéal om Aarhus Universitets handtering af og/eller udkommet af revisio-
nen, uenigheder om datagrundlaget/metoden/kvaliteten af det udferte ar-
bejde og de deraf dragne konklusioner og spergsmélet om betaling for
rapporten fandtes at falde uden for Praksisudvalgets ressort.

4. Afgorelse af den 19. august 2021
Tema: Forskningskvalitet og validitet

Sagen angik en artikel i et fagblad. Anmeldelsen omhandlede to punkter,
nemlig undersggelsens validitet og undersogelsens design. Anmelder var

séledes uenig i udleegningen af undersggelsens resultat og méden, den var
blevet til pa. Praksisudvalget fandt, at sagen ikke angik spergsmél om
tvivlsom forskningspraksis omfattet af udvalgets kompetence men en fag-
lig uenighed om forskningskvalitet. Dette faldt uden for Praksisudvalgets
kompetence, hvorfor sagen blev afvist fra realitetsbehandling.

5. Afggrelse af den 15. december 2021
Tema: Bedommelse ved besattelse af videnskabelige stillinger

Sagen omhandlede kvaliteten af en bedemmelse udarbejdet af et bedom-
melsesudvalg i forbindelse med besattelse af et lektorat. Praksisudvalget
fandt, at en bedemmelse, der sker som led i en administrativ ansattelses-
procedure, ikke kan siges at vedrere forskning, hvilket er en grundleg-
gende betingelse for, at der kan foreligge “tvivlsom forskningspraksis”.
Praksisudvalget fandt séledes, at sagen faldt udenfor dets kompetence og
afviste pa denne baggrund at foretage en realitetsbehandling af sagen.

6. Afggrelse af den 20. december 2021
Tema: Forfalskning, passivitet med efterkontrol af egen forskning

Sagen omhandlede bl.a. pastand om, at to anmeldte (X og Y), ved at have
indgivet forskningsansegninger pa grundlag af forskning, som de vidste el-
ler matte vide var fejlbeheftet, havde gjort sig skyldig i forfalskning. NVU
havde i sin behandling af sagen afvist sagen fsva. den ene af de anmeldte
som abenbart grundlgs. Praksisudvalget tilsluttede sig denne vurdering og
lagde vaegt p4a, at X ikke stod angivet som ansgger i de pagaeldende forsk-
ningsansegninger men blot fremgik som en blandt flere ”collaborators”.
Udvalget afviste derfor, at optage sagen til realitetsbehandling vedr. X. Sa-
gen vedr. Y blev ikke faerdigbehandlet i 2021.

Praksisudvalget kom siledes i 1 sag frem til, at der ikke forela tvivlsom forsk-
ningspraksis. I 2 sager vurderede udvalget, at de rejste spergsmal angik omréader,
der 14 udenfor udvalgets kompetence (hhv. kvaliteten af undervisningsmateriale
og bedgmmelser til besattelse af videnskabelige stillinger). 1 (2) sag(er) blev afvist
genoptaget, idet der ikke fandtes at vaere fremkommet nye vasentlige oplysninger
eller i gvrigt vaere belag for genoptagelse. 1 sag blev afvist, idet klagepunkterne
angik forskningens kvalitet og validitet, mens 1 sag blev afvist som abenbart
grundles.

Sager om pres pa forskningsfriheden

Praksisudvalget har i 2021 modtaget en anmeldelse der angik pres pa forsknings-
friheden.

Sagen vedrerte en ph.d.-studerende, der péstod, at hendes vejleder forhindrede
hende i at offentliggore bestemte forseg/resultater, fordi de var i modstrid med
vejlederens/tidligere ph.d.-studerende i forskningsgruppens resultater.

1. Motivation
Professor Jacob George is an Honorary Skou Professor at HEALTH, Aarhus University, with
clinical chair professor Henning Grgnbaek, Clinical Institute and Department of Hepatology &
Gastroenterology, as champion. There has been close collaboration between AU and Sydney
University during the last decade with more than 30 publications including in high-impact
journals as well as knowledge exchange of PhD students and funding applications.

Career summary: JG is an international thought leader on liver disease with >530 publications,
h index 97 and >51,500 citations. His output has had transformative national and international
impact. For his contributions JG received the 2021 Premier's Awards for Outstanding Cancer
Research, NSW Cancer Institute, the 2021 Sally Crossing AM Award for Outstanding Research,
Cancer Council NSW, 2020 Okuda-Omata APASL Distinguished Research prize, Asian Pacific
Association for Study of Liver Disease (APASL), election to AAHMS (2017), Distinguished
Researcher Prize, Gastroenterological Society of Australia (2017). His research portfolio was
nominated as the inaugural University of Sydney case study for Medical and Health Sciences
for the Australian Research Council (ARC) Engagement and Impact assessment (released March
28, 2019; https://www.arc.gov.au/engagement-and-impact-assessment/). JG scored the
maximum ranking of ‘High’ on all three of domains of “engagement rating”, “Impact rating”
and “Approach to impact rating”.

Impact Examples:

This work has been endorsed (>25 editorials), accepted in national
and international guidelines (including the APASL guidelines led by JG) and is among the top
0.01% of publications in the field of clinical medicine. Papers on natural history of fatty liver
disease, non-invasive tests (NITs), pathogenesis and treatment of MAFLD are quoted in all
guidelines and JG is among the top 1% of researchers in this field (Scival).



Genomics: In 2009, JG formed the International Liver Disease Genetic Consortium with paired
liver biopsy (for fibrosis staging) and genomic DNA with >8000 samples. This has led to >50 high
impact publications including in Nature Genetics (2009 and 2017), Nature Communications and
others.

Viral Hepatitis: With collaborators at the Kirby Institute, JG have been at the forefront of
national hepatitis C elimination efforts, mapping the trajectory of treatment uptake and
reductions in liver cancer and decompensated liver disease following therapy.

Joy’s medical degree and paediatric training were in the UK, followed by clinical work,
teaching, and research, mainly in Africa, including a decade with Saving Newborn Lives/Save the Children. Her
MPH was at Emory, Atlanta, USA, whilst working at CDC, and her PhD was at Institute of Child Health London.

Joy has published >320 peer reviewed papers, with an H index of over 110, as well as policy-relevant
reports, with major media attention and uptake, as well as academic chapters. Her particular contribution has
been in developing the evidence-base to measure and address the global burden of 2.4 million neonatal
deaths, >2 million third trimester stillbirths, and 15million preterm births. This work came to prominence
through Lancet Neonatal Survival series (2005), Lancet Stillbirth series in 2011 and 2016, plus Lancet Every
Newborn series (2014), linked with the Every Newborn Action Plan, resulting in first SDG for neonatal survival
endorsed at World Health Assembly, supported by 195 countries.

She is currently Professor of Maternal, Reproductive & Child Epidemiology, at the London School of Hygiene &
Tropical Medicine and Director of Maternal, Adolescent, Reproductive & Child Health (MARCH) centre including
>500 academics from multiple disciplines organised around three research themes: Adolescents, Births, and Child
health/ development. She and her research team work on multi-country studies regarding newborn health,
stillbirths and child development worldwide, including large scale implementation research on small and sick
newborn care with NEST360 network and novel work on Group B Streptococcus with WHO and others. She is on
WHO'’s STAGE committee, and Global Statistics committee. She is a champion for equitable and diverse research
